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The coronavirus crisis has highlighted the downsides of extensive international integration
while fanning fears of foreigners and providing legitimacy for national restrictions on
global trade and flows of people. ... All sorts of businesses have suddenly realized the risks
of relying on complex global supply chains that are specific not just to China—but to
particular places such as Wuhan, the epicenter of the pandemic. Chinese people—and
now ltalians, lranians, Koreans, and others—have become widely seen as vectors of
disease. ..Meanwhile, governments of all stripes have rushed to impose travel bans,
additional visa requirements, and export restrictions. ... All of this is making economies
more national and politics more nationalistic.
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
